STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES

9.Arrive no sooner than 10 minutes before practice or pre-game session and leave the building within 10 minutes of

the completion of the activity.

10. Abide by all team guidelines and regulations established by the coach.

11. Keep uniforms clean and in good condition.

12. Return uniforms promptly at the end of the season.

PARENT RESPONSIBILITIES

Active parental involvement is vital to the success of the athletic program at Saint Matthew School.
All parents are required to:
1.Insure that each student athlete has a record of a current physical examination on file with the school before
participating in practices or competition. To be current, the physical must not be older than 12 months for any
sport in which the student participates. There also must be a copy of the student's birth certificate on file in the
school office. Parents are encouraged to have the physicals performed during the summer to ensure uninterrupted
eligibility.
2.Assist with time-keeping, score-keeping, monitoring, ticket selling, transportation, and concessions as may be
assigned.
3.Pick up students promptly after practices and games. No coach shall be expected to remain more than ten minutes
after a practice or a game.
4.Exhibit good sportsmanship and Christian conduct at all athletic events.
5.Contact a coach to attempt to resolve a disagreement before bringing the matter to the attention of the athletic
director or higher authority.
